STEP-BY-STEP INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Observe all industry safety standards and secure vehicle to allow for greasing of the IFS
carrier bearings.

2. Start engine and turn the steering wheel to the right until it is on the axle stops. Shut off
engine.

3. Refer to FIG. 2-1. On the drivers side locate the (2) grease zerks, one on the upper and
one on the lower carrier.

4. Using a hand grease pump, fill each zerk slowly until the specified grease begins to seep
around the seal.

5. Start engine and turn steering wheel in the opposite direction shut off engine. Repeat
steps 3 and 4 to grease the carrier bearings on the passenger side.
